Curriculum Committee met a total of 21 times during the academic year 2001-2002. Below is a brief summary of

the committee's actions. '

» 41 new courses in various disciplines, ranging in credit hours from 1 to 4 were approved. Of these , 5 courses
were approved as LS 2 courses. :

o 82 revisions fo existing courses were approved. These include changes in catalogue description , titles, pre-
requisites, and semester hours.

» 12 courses were approved as fulfilling Cultural Diversity designation. Some of these were new courses and
some were already existing courses.

s 5 courses from various disciplines were deleted from the catalogue.
